To mark its spending exceeding AED 3,1 billion, “Beit Al Khair” has announced its new version of charitable proj-
ects for the years 2025-2030. This marks a new beginning that achieves the goals of its current and future strat-
egies, enhances sustainability, and adapts to changes and developments. The technical teams in administration,

projects, finance, and information technology have worked to evaluate existing projects and develop successful

ones that align with the indicators of the national agenda in promoting social solidarity and cohesion, increasing
the happiness index of beneficiaries, and keeping pace with digital transformation and quality requirements.

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Increased Humanitarian Support

The budget for the third edition of the “A Recognized
Right” campaign has been allocated 26,5 million dir-
hams for humanitarian support, through providing
emergency aid to alleviate the distress of the most
vulnerable people, embodying the meanings of com-
passion and solidarity during the holy month. Halima
Al-Dhanhani, Assistant Director General for Research
and Branches Affairs, noted during the press confer-
ence that the society welcomes requests for assistance
during the three months of the campaign through the
website, and that it has allocated Friday to receive the
largest number of requests, at a rate of 500 electron-
ic requests, to be researched and studied, and 100 of
these cases will be selected from among the most ur-
gent cases.

Aiding Debtors

The campaign allocated 6 million dirhams to assist cit-
izens burdened by debts they were unable to repay, re-
sulting in court-ordered enforcement or imprisonment.
This was achieved through the “ Gharemeen” project,
which aims to settle these debts, facilitate payment of
court orders before enforcement, and resolve the cases
of those imprisoned in cooperation with correction-
al and penal institutions in their respective emirates,
working towards their release so they can enjoy these
blessed days, reunite with their families, and experi-
ence the joy of Ramadan and Eid.

Intensifying Fundraising
Programs

Beit Al Khair Ramadan campaign will focus on patients
in need through “Elaj” Project, by intensifying fundrais-
ing programs to assist patients whose health insurance
does not cover their treatment needs, particularly those
with critical conditions requiring surgery or expensive

treatment. These programs and platforms witnessed
a surge in performance and contributions last year,
including “Zayed Al Khair” Program on Al Oula Radio
Network, “A Recognized Right” on Noor Dubai TV, and
“Mayadeen Al Khair” on Abu Dhabi’s Holy Quran Radio,
in addition to the “Fazaa” campaigns on social media.

Updating the Society’s Projects

During the press conference, it was announced that
the society has launched its new version of charita-
ble projects for the years 2025-2030, to inaugurate a
new beginning that achieves its strategic goals, fore-
most among them “improving the standard of living for
needy families.” Beit Al Khair” has directed its charita-
ble activity to keep pace with the wise government’s
directions in sustainable community development, and
has been keen to support charitable and humanitari-
an projects that bring sufficiency and happiness to the
weakest segments of society, and accommodate chang-
es and developments, and seek to achieve sustainabili-
ty in giving and performance, in a way that benefits and
supports every needy person that the society reaches
or that reaches it within the country.

“Iftar Sa’em” project

For his part, the head of the campaign’s preparatory
committee, Mohammed Ali Abu Rahima, confirmed
that the “Iftar Sa’em” project will provide iftar meals
to at least 1,6 million fasting individuals this year, at a
total cost of 18 million dirhams. This is part of the Ra-
madan “Iftar Sa’em” project, which will include 97 meal
distribution points and 12 Ramadan tents. He empha-
sized that the society has contracted with dozens of li-
censed restaurants and kitchens that adhere to health
and safety standards and have been approved by the
society through trial. He added that the campaign has
dedicated a field team of 91 personnel to oversee the
distribution of meals this year, ensuring that suppliers
meet quality standards and that the meals are nutri-
tionally complete and sufficient according to approved
specifications.

The Largest Iftar Tent in UAE

The Director General of the Society praised the sup-
port of its partners, who have always been generous in
supporting the Society’s campaigns, foremost among
them Dubai Islamic Bank, the primary strategic partner.
He noted that several partners have begun announc-
ing their participation, including one generous donor
who has pledged to fund the largest Ramadan tent
in the UAE. This tent, located in the Hor Al Anz area
of Dubai, will accommodate 8,000 fasting individuals
daily. The donor has generously committed to covering
all expenses, which promises to significantly increase
the number of beneficiaries compared to last year. This
tent is an upgrade from the previous campaign tent,
which could accommodate 5,500 fasting individuals,
and was generously funded by Emirates NBD Bank.

During the press conference, Al-Awadhi announced the
campaign’s objectives and charitable projects.

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Year of the Family

Given the wise leadership’s designation of 2026 as the Year
of the Family, with the aim of supporting its role as a funda-
mental pillar and creating a cohesive and prosperous society,
we are pleased to note that “Beit Al Khair” has been at the
forefront of directing the majority of its charitable activities
to support low-income Emirati families, improving their live-
lihoods and enhancing their stability.

It utilizes its annual Ramadan campaigns to bring joy to these
families during the holy month. This year, it has set an ambi-
tious goal of spending nearly AED 70 million and distributing
1,6 million Iftar meals, building on the success of last year’s
campaign. Previously, spending 69,5 million dirhams and dis-
tributing 1,681,398 Iftar meals, with the establishment of
the largest Ramadan tent known to the UAE, the Diamond
Tent in Hor Al Anz, Dubai, which provided no less than 5,500

velopment and construction projects in this generous nation.

Bringing Joy to Beneficiaries

Last year, our campaign successfully supported and brought
joy to 16,187 families. They received Ramadan food baskets
worth 6,1 million Dirhams, benefited from Zakat al-Fitr food
and cash assistance totaling 1.8 million Dirhams, and were
delighted during Eid with Eid gifts worth 1,4 million Dirhams.
In addition, we provided monthly cash assistance to low-in-
come Emirati families, amounting to 4,2 million Dirhams.

The society contrib-
uted to their release, allowing them to spend the month of
Ramadan with their families and loved ones and celebrate Eid
with their children.
