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On the path to sustainability
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«Beit Al Khair» spends 66,8 million
in commitment to social responsibility

»Beit Al Khair” always
develops its projects and
priorities according to
new developments, but it
has always maintained the
basic pillars to achieve
sustainability, whether
sustainability in giving
and performance and sus-
tainability in serving the
community, so it has ad-
opted a fixed approach to
boost the social respon-
sibility within the country
that we can clearly read in
the annual performance
results. For example, the
society has announced
that it spent in 2024 until
November an amount

of AED 68,346,190 on
projects of a social nature
out of 133,618,328
dirhams, which led to

the society renewing its
ISO certificate for social
responsibility according
to the requirements of
specification 26000 for
the fourth time in a row.
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Supporting Citizen Families

Improving the standard of living of the lowest-income citizen families is at the forefront of “Beit Al Khair”
priorities, as it spent AED 11,510,500 in cash support provided monthly to nearly a thousand families,
including families of citizen orphans to whom the society provided AED 6,515,876. It has also supported
the needy families with AED 8,304,709 in food supplies, in addition to spending AED 9,024,700 in addi-
tional food support through Ramadan projects. It has provided housing support to 705 families amounting
to AED 19,133,286, which contributed to completing the construction of their homes or paying off their
housing loans or the accumulated rent, in addition to furnishing their homes and providing them with basic
household and electronic appliances.

Supporting health and education

The society has contributed to supporting the health care process through the “Elaj” project, which spent
AED 9,1 million to treat 539 needy patients who had to undergo surgeries, buy necessary medical devices,
or obtain artificial limbs or expensive medicines.

“Beit Al Khair” has also contributed to supporting the education of needy students with an amount of AED
4,737,173, to help 123 students, most of them were university students, who almost lost their opportunity
and were deprived of continuing their school and academic education. It has paid their late fees and has
provided them with the laptops and iPhones necessary to follow their educational courses.

Community Security Support

In general, Beit Al Khair has placed and continues to place support for government efforts within its
charitable duties, contributing to many community security entitlements. For example, it cooperated with
penal and correctional institutions and community initiatives to settle debts of citizens who were impris-
oned because of them, and release them through the “Debtors” project, which succeeded in paying AED
4,009,479 for 93 debtors, so that they could return to their families and children and start a new life. It
also contributes through the “Malabes” project, which the society was the first to launch in 2011, to clean
the environment of tons of used clothes, personal belongings and leather items, which are sold to recycling
companies, with the proceeds spent on education and other charitable purposes.

Solidarity Projects

“Food for All” distributes
50,000 new meals to workers

“Beit Al Khair”, in cooperation with Ministry of Human Resources and
Emiratisation, distributed 50,000 meals to workers in various emirates
of the country, to make them happy on the occasion of the National
Day of United Arab Emirates. This initiative comes in support of the “
Food Feeding “ initiatives, which are a priority in the society’s giving as
a societal, legal and humanitarian value, as the number of meals dis-
tributed by the society this year reached 1.2 million meals, with a total
value up to AE 12 Million.

«Food for All»

As part of its efforts to investigate the development of the most needy
groups in society, the society included resident workers among the tar-
get groups of its charitable work, in cooperation with the Permanent
Committee for Labor Affairs in Dubai, and allocated to them the “Food
for All” project, which requires the distribution of meals, juices and water
to resident workers in their residences and workplaces through special
and equipped vehicles. This project has distributed 150,000 meals so far.

Parallel Project

Beit Al Khair has also expanded its implementation of its parallel Rama-
dan project “Iftar Saem” as a parallel project that enhances the giving of
the previous project during Ramadan season, which attracts hundreds
of supporting benefactors. This year, 1,074,670 meals were distributed,
at a rate of 35,822 meals per day, with a total value of AED 10,800,000,
through three main tents near the most frequented mosques in the ar-
eas of Hor Al Anz and Port Said, under the supervision of 92 supervisors
from the society who also have distributed the meals through more than
68 distribution points within the country.

The year “2024” has
witnessed a restruc-
turing of the chari-
table spending map,
as the administration
rethought the spend-
ing ratios in response
to developments in
social research and
the needs of the ben-
eficiary groups. Con-
siderable amounts
were spent on the
“Fazaa” program,
which contributes to
relieving the distress
of thousands of
families and groups
suffering from over-
whelming financial
or humanitarian
pressure. The spend-
ing of this program
has exceeded AED
82 million up till No-
vember, and includes
emergency aid worth
AED 70,1 million,
AED 9,1 million to
treat hundreds of
needy patients, and
AED 4 million to pay
debts and prison
sentences for dozens
of debtors. Spending
on housing support
for low-income
Emirati families was
also increased to
AED 19,1 million, to
support housing for
1,854 families.

Launching the “Tadawy” Program

In 2024, “Beit Al Khair” has boosted its humanitarian media platforms to collect donations
to support patients in need by launching the “Tadawy” program on “Noor Dubai” channel to
collect donations to support patients, which is transmitted every Wednesday afternoon from 3
to 4 pm every week, and is added to the “Zayed Al Khair” program on the first radio network,
and the electronic “Fazaa” campaigns on social media sites. The “Tadawy” program has spent
more than 2.5 million dirhams so far.

Issuance of the book “A Journey of Renewed Giving»

On the occasion of the 35th anniversary of the society’s journey, it has issued a documentary
book called (“Beit Al Khair” .. A Journey of Renewed Giving ) that included the most important
stations it went through, the quality certificates it obtained, and the most prominent achieve-
ments and awards it has won, contributing to strengthening its position at the forefront of the
elite of charitable and humanitarian societies and institutions within the country.

Beit Al Khair continued its
sustainability journey in 2024
