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Memorandum of Understanding with
Saudi German Hospitals Group
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Beit Al-Kheir sealed a Memorandum of Understanding with the Saudi German Hospitals Group on societal
partnership between the two parties towards serving the local community through supporing the patients who
cannot afford the costs of medical treatment, be them citizens or residents.

The MoU was signed by Mr. Abidine Tahir Al-lwadhi, General Manager,
on behalf of Beit Al-Kheir, whereas for the Saudi German Hospitals
Group, it was signed by Dr. Reem Osman, the CEO of the Dubai-based
hospital. The sign off was attended by Mr. Saeed Mubarak Al-Mazroui’
-Deputy General Manager, and Mr. Abdullah Al-Ustadh —Assistant
General Manager.

The agreement regulates ways of joint cooperation for the treatment
of instances which the Society considers to cover at the Saudi German
Hospital and bears its treatment as per the procedures in place at the
hospital. This will be the case after reaching an understanding and
agreement on the proposed discount for the cure on case-by-case
basis.

Similarly, under this agreement, Biet Al-Kheir will bear the medical
expenses of certain instences emerged from the hospital, by resorting
to the amount collected through the donation boxes placed at the
hospital. Again, this will be the case after reaching an understanding
and agreement on the proposed discount for the cure on a patient-
to-patient basis. A stipulation holds that all donation proceeds in
the hospital via the donation boxes or otherwise shall be exclusively
allocated to therapeutic cases, and cannot be spent on any purpose
other than the one for which it was exclusively designed for, namely
the project of treatment.

The hospital will facilitate to the Society, and will, under the Society’s
overseeing and in collaboration with it, markete the charitable
projects of the Society and distribute its brochures, allowing it to
place all available means of collecting donations in the hospital and
its clinics. Also, the two parties agreed to jointly carry on programs,
activities and event in a manner that serve the community, especially

with respect to promoting health education.

Mr. Abidine Tahir Al-lwadhi, General Manager of Beit Al-Kheir stated
that this MoU is the result of a social patnership which the Society is
accustomed to with many hospitals and medical institutions in the
country, to help needy patients among the low-income citizens and
residents. The aim is to alleviate the burden on them and provide
them with the necessary medical treatment which they cannot
afford, given their living circumstances. This segment is considered
because of the high cost of health care and our classification of them
into the urgent instances that deserve assistances. He also praised
the cooperation of the management of the Saudi German Hospitals
Group and their instant readiness to this initiative.

On her part, Dr. Reem Osma, CEO of the Dubai-based Saudi German
Hospital noted that severe issues were brought onto the table
according to the agreement. She commended the Society’s support
and charitable partnership to help patients. She pointed out that the
Group will endeavor to bring the MoU into life as per the procedures
of the hospital, and that it will provide free medical consultations to
instances received from the Society. The Group will also distribute
the Society’s publications which serve humanitarian objectives, and
will offer discounts to patients of the Society and the associated
things, in addition to carrying on medical awarning and educational
promotions and blood donation campaings.

She further said that this is the second convention concluded by
the Saudi German Hospital with charitable organizations in line
with the keen interest of the Hospital to collaborate with charitable
foudations and bodies in all medical and social areas towards serving

In the beginning of the event, adocumentary
film of the Society was on display, showing
the services and activities of the Society
and presenting an overview of projects and
categories of the beneficiaries. It showed
that the Society provides financial aids to
nearly 5,500 households on a monthly basis,
and emergency and lump sum assistances
to more than 14,000 households per annum.
It further grants helps to 19,000 students,
2,000 orphans and 500 people of special
needs.

With respect to the figures achieved by
the Society during the first quarter of its
launch, Mr. Abidine Tahir Al-lwadhi, General
Manager of the Society, said that: “Beit
Al-Kheir” has leapfroged in its spending,
reflecting its growing role in the society,
and the mounting trust in its performance,
its credibility and its ability to channel the
bounty of benefactors and donors to the
most needy people.

And according to Al-lwadhi, the Society,
during year 2013, has spent the amount

The society’s most important pro-
grams and project are: Money of
Zakat: It is a comprehensive program in
which alms are collected from those who
would like to give them out to the society. It
spends the alms in their legitimate outlets
following the verses of Quran and gives
them to the cases registered in the society
and who are in real need after the social
research department has become sure
that they really deserve it.

Public Charity Program: It aims at

The Bookshop Project: It belongs
to the student program. It aims at help-
ing students from chaste and low income
families and families of orphans. It pro-
vides the deserving student with essential
school needs through scholastic coupons

by which he can buy his school materials
by himself.

The Foodstuffs Project: It aims at
providing families and deserving cases
with foodstuffs that helps families to live
decently like other prosperous families
especially in important seasons like the
month of Ramadan.

The Orphans Fund: It aims at provid-
ing essential financial resources for taking
care of orphans within the countries who
lost their parents and haven’t yet come
to age and who are in real need of help.
People who want to help this category buy
special coupons to finance the fund.
Expiation for the Oath: This program
collects the amount of the expiation that
Allah stated for violating one’s oath and
distributing it among the poor and low in-
come persons who really deserve it in the
form of financial help or foodstuffs.
