Enhancing Partnerships

Since its inception, Beit Al Khair has worked to incorpo-
rate charitable partnerships with various government
and private entities that share the Society’s humanitarian
and community-based vision. It has strived to employ the
conjunction and integration points within public benefit
organizations and associations operating in the field. It
has also encouraged the investment of social responsibil-
ity within government and private companies and institu-
tions to formulate and launch charitable and community
initiatives that maximize charitable returns and benefit a
greater number of those who deserve it and are benefi-
ciaries. Foremost among these initiatives is the strategic
partnership with Dubai Islamic Bank, represented by the
“Community Support Unit,” which annually provides the
Society with a significant portion of Zakat funds.

Trust of Benefactors and Supporters

Commitment to Social Responsibility

Beit Al Khair has been keen to embody the principle of
social responsibility by supporting community efforts and
keeping pace with the initiatives launched by the wise gov-
ernment to support the community. Its most recent initia-
tive in this field occurred during the COVID-19 pandemic.
The Society rushed to support the Community Solidarity
Fund, donating AED 10 million to it, to strengthen the ca-
pabilities of the health and education sectors. The Society
also responded to the directives of His Highness Sheikh
Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum, may Allah protect
him, by supporting the initiative of Her Highness Sheikha
Hind bint Maktoum bin Juma Al Maktoum, may Allah pro-
tect her. The Society provided 19,200 food baskets worth
AED 13.5 million and distributed 3.2 million meals to work-
ers residing under quarantine and national sterilization.

Beit Al Khair enjoys the trust of benefactors, supporters, and partners. This is pri-

marily due to the reputation of its Board of Directors, who are known for their gen-

erosity and long history of charitable and community work. Second, the Society’s

accumulated experience, transparency, and credibility are also recognized. Third, it

is known for its strict and accurate accounting system, which ensures that its do-

nations reach those who deserve them in the manner intended. For example, Dubai

Islamic Bank, the Society’s strategic partner, provides AED 25 million annually, rec-

ommending that this money be spent on low-income Emirati families and Zakat re-

cipients with urgent needs and pressing disabilities. The bank receives a monthly

report detailing the amount spent and the types of its beneficiaries.
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Digital Transformation

Beit Al Khair has benefited from the coun-
try’s technological advancements through
the introduction of electronic systems to
control performance, expedite procedures,
and digitize all its operations and transac-
tions. It was a pioneer in modernizing its
electronic infrastructure, linking its five
branches with the Charitable Operations
Department electronically via a modern and
efficient communications network. Its social
research departments were equipped with
ID readers. Beit Al Khair was among the
first institutions to respond to the call of His
Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al
Maktoum, may Allah keep him safe, regard-
ing the transition to smart systems. Its com-
prehensive smart application was developed
for iPhone and Android devices for direct and
rapid interaction with the Society’s projects.
Electronic social research was also developed
to receive assistance requests electronically
via the Society’s website, thereby eliminating
the need to visit Beit Al Khair offices.

Achieving Sustainability

Beit Al Khair realized that sustainability is the challenge it must ad-
dress to proceed with its charitable and community work. It devised
ideas and initiatives that promote sustainable giving, primarily char-
itable endowments. In this context, the Society sought to grow its
endowments in terms of quantity and quality so that it would cover
50% of its resources in the coming years. The Society also devised
numerous solutions and applications to enhance and diversify its fi-
nancial resources by enabling electronic donations through its web-
site and smart application and utilizing mass- and social media to
collect donations through the following three programs: “Zayed Al
Khair” on Al Oula Radio Network, “A Known Right” on Noor Dubai
Channel, and “Mayadeen Al Khair” on the Abu Dhabi Quran Chan-
nel, in addition to the “Fazza” electronic campaigns on social media.
The Society also enhanced its electronic applications by developing
the “Malabes” application and the “Electronic Blessing Preservation”
project. It also deployed external websites and various safe boxes to
receive donations, the most recent of which was the smart safes.




3 Billion Dirhams

Over 35 years, Beit Al Khair has achieved a break-
through in charitable giving and humanitarian develop-
ment, comparable to any other registered private char-
itable entity in the country. It has spent more than AED
3,049,697,394, which has gone to the neediest, there-
by benefiting millions of needy families and deserving
cases, including widows, orphans, retarded individuals,
debtors, patients, workers, the insolvent, and others
with urgent needs and critical cases. The number of
families and cases registered in the Society’s database
has reached approximately 65,000. Aid is disbursed ac-
cording to a strict accounting system that strives for in-

tegrity and is subject to the strictest governance rules.
Beit Al Khair has ensured the sustainability of perfor-
mance and giving, by establishing numerous endow-
ments, building numerous successful partnerships, and
diversifying its charitable resources through numerous
initiatives, media platforms, and innovative applications.

Innovation and Proactive Strategies

Since its inception, Beit Al Khair has adopted innovative solu-
tions to charitable problems and causes, following the direc-
tives of its founder, Chairman of the Board of Directors, Juma
Al Majid, the wording of which is “We must be creative, not
imitators”. The Society has encouraged its staff members to
improve, innovate, and create charitable projects and solutions,
such as the Seven Stars Service to meet urgent needs as quick-
ly as possible, with the adoption of an immediate cash assis-
tance delivery service through authorized exchange companies.
It has succeeded in being the first and foremost to innovate
many projects that have well contributed to raising indicators
of happiness and community cohesion, such as the “Ramadan
Meer” initiative, the “Food for All” project, and the “Help to be
Happy” service, which allows benefactors to select the needy
they deem worthy of food support. It has also liquidated the
value of used clothing through the “Malabes” electronic appli-
cation, allowing the proceeds from recycling these clothes and
personal belongings to be spent on various charitable paths.
Further, the Society has implemented the “Electronic Blessing
Preservation” project, among other initiatives.

Enhancing Solidarity

Beit Al Khair has developed integrated charitable programs and
projects that achieve solidarity and social cohesion and improve
the conditions of most needy people through 28 projects im-
plemented by an integrated institutional system that ensures
the necessary assistance reaches the targeted beneficiaries,
ensuring their happiness and preserving their dignity. This is
accomplished through an integrated work cycle, beginning with
social research, determining the assistance, and disbursing it
from each project’s budget. According to studies conducted by
the Quality Office, the satisfaction rate of clients and eligible
beneficiaries over the past three years has reached 89.91%,
and the service improvement rate has exceeded 98.9%, with a
margin of error not exceeding 1%.

Beit Al Khair was founded in 1989 by a group of philanthropists and prominent busi-
nessmen in Dubai. It was announced by Ministerial Resolution No. 41. After 36 years of
giving and excellent performance, it has achieved significant successes on the path of
leadership, sustainability, giving, and community service, thereby culminating in a rich
journey during which the Society has gradually developed its charitable ideology and
institutional model. It has achieved numerous accomplishments, following the approach
chosen by its early founders, which directs its giving to fulfilling its duty to those closest
to it, including needy Emirati families and vulnerable groups such as widows, orphans,
the elderly, and retarded individuals. It has gained numerous prestigious awards, con-
firming its reputable stand, and has achieved a breakthrough in giving within the country.
Its giving since its founding has exceeded AED 3 billion, devoted to those most in need.

Institutional Structure

Over its long years, Beit Al Khair has developed a cohesive and effective institutional ad-
ministrative system that adheres to the applicable laws regulating charitable work, the
directives of the Ministry of Community Empowerment and the Islamic Affairs and the
Charitable Activities Department in each emirate where it operates. This system is based
on a hierarchical decision-making process, with the leadership organizational structure
consisting of a General Assembly, a Board of Directors, and an Executive Management, all
of whom are subject to statutes that adhere to all laws and regulations governing chari-
table work and public benefit associations. The daily operations of the Society are super-
vised by a Director General, authorized by the Board of Directors. The Director General
implements the charitable Society’s directives, executes strategic and operational plans,
completes charitable projects, and coordinates funding and spending efforts under estab-
lished rules governed by rational governance.

Beit Al Khair won such prestigious awards and high-level international certifications af-
ter having met all the criteria for success. Under its wise leadership, Beit Al Khair has
established a pioneering model for charitable work, recognized for its uniqueness by ad-
ministrative and charitable consulting firms. These firms have commended the charitable
organization’s insightful vision and its excellence in building an integrated institutional
system, reinforced by a robust electronic infrastructure that contributed to keeping pace
with the digital age and complementing the foundations for smart transformation. The
Society’s leadership, represented by its Board of Directors, has also succeeded in achiev-
ing a breakthrough in humanitarian growth and improving the livelihoods of hundreds of
thousands of needy families and vulnerable groups through a set of innovative charitable
programs and projects, which it has updated and developed by proposing charitable solu-
tions aiming to anticipate the future and achieve sustainability.
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Insightful Vision

Beit Al Khair has a unique vi-
sion buttressed by its sense
of humanitarian and moral re-
sponsibility towards the UAE
community.

Projects

This was characterized by an increase in hu-
manitarian aid spending to AED 38,748,861, to
cope with the increased number of assistance
requests and to bring happiness to the largest
possible number of those in need. The total
amount of emergency and one-time aid distrib-
uted by the Society reached AED 35,631,209,
benefiting 7,976 families and needy cases. Beit
Al Khair alleviated their distress, including 00
patients who benefited from Beit Al Khair’s me-
dia platforms, which intensified their scope of
giving during the month of Ramadan. The Soci-
ety also provided AED 3,117,652 to help repay
the debts of 40 debtors, including several citi-
zens sentenced to imprisonment for their debts.
Beit Al Khair contributed to their release during
Ramadan and Eid al-Fitr, allowing them to re-
unite with their families and beloved ones during
these blessed days.

As part of its Ramadan projects, Beit Al Khair implemented two Eid Al Fitr projects, the first of
which was the Zakat Al Fitr project. The Society distributed Zakat Al Fitr to families and groups
benefiting from “A Known Right” campaign before Eid Al Fitr, bringing joy to more than 2,790
families who received generous cash grants. In addition, 25,000 bags of high-quality rice, each
weighing 10 kilograms, were distributed, totaling AED 1,825,930. The Society also distributed

monetary Eid gifts to 764 families, amounting to AED 1,424,900.

The Society celebrated Zayed Day for Humanitarian Work in Dubai at the Al Rawashid Mosque in the Al-Tayy area, dis-
tributing 60,000 meals. A ceremony was also held to honor the sponsors and partners who supported the campaign and
contributed, in particular, to the “Iftar Saem” project, which has provided millions of meals to millions of resident workers

of various nationalities over the past ten years. The ceremony was attended by Abdeen Taher Al Awadhi, General Manag-
er, representing the Board of Directors. He welcomed representatives of the partners and supporters, most notably Emir-
ates Dubai National Bank, which sponsored the Diamond Tent in Hor Al Anz, and provided at least 5,500 iftar meals daily.

Beit Al Khair announced that its new Ramadan campaign, “A Known Right” (1446 H -
2025 AD), has achieved its goals and completed its target plan. The spending by the end of
Ramadan reached AED 69,509,055. The campaign successfully distributed 1,681,398 Iftar
meals across 88 locations and 12 Iftar tents, eight of which were set up in Dubai, including
the Hor Al Anz tent, the largest one in the UAE, having a capacity of 5,500 fasting people.

The campaign was launched with the announcement that it
aims to bring happiness to families and cases registered in its
database, which has exceeded 64,500 beneficiaries by Eid al-
Fitr. This was achieved after receiving new cases, particularly
humanitarian cases and needy patients who recoursed to “Beit
Al Khair”, hoping to receive support and alleviate their distress.
The total expenditure, which amounted to AED 69,509,055,
was itemized to AED 27,927,630 spent on Ramadan projects,
AED 38,748,861 spent on humanitarian support, and AED
4,256,700 spent on monthly expenditures for low-income Emi-
rati families during the holy month.

The Society began implementing its Ramadan projects shortly
before the advent of the holy month. A number of 4,980 Meers
(food parcels) were distributed, valued at AED 6,176,800. The
five Beit Al Khair branches in Dubai, Fujairah, Ras Al Khaimah,
Ajman, and Hatta distributed the Meers according to a tar-
get distribution plan that identified the number of registered
beneficiaries in each emirate, based on the national IDs of the
majority of beneficiaries who received their allocated Meers
through authorized malls and cooperative societies. The re-
maining beneficiaries were given coupons for the designated
food parcels to purchase necessary supplies from authorized
malls and cooperative societies.

Editorial

Success Story

The success achieved by Beit Al Khair during its Ramadan cam-
paign “A Known Right” is a significant mark of excellence in giving.
Its expenditure reached AED 69.5 million, representing an increase
of AED 20.3 million over last year’s campaign.

The campaign also succeeded in distributing 1,681,398 Iftar meals,
the highest number achieved by the Iftar Sa’'im project over 36
years, plus the number achieved by the Society during Ramadan in
the year of COVID-19, which had its particular circumstances and
reasons.
