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the thousands of beneficiaries, while
protect their rights. This is in addition to
the Social Research which it has smartly
introduced, accompanying it during
its journey. And as | learned from the
management of the Society, as of now, we
have at hand authentic database for 37
thousand families registerd at the Society,
including continent families and lower-
income fellows, all of which are archived
electronically and can be available on

request.

Q: How aids are provided -in the form of

cash or in-kind, or both?

A: Most of aids are monetary. And like
| said before, we have at the Society a
sofisticated Social Research that carefully
analyzes the state of each family, the
number of its members and their detailed
conditions, and upon which the size of aid
that will adequalty cater for all of them is
therefore determined.

The Society has pursued a confidential
method with respect to data in order to
treat families according to the well-rooted
customs and traditions of our society, so as
to preserve the dignity of the beneficiary
and safeguard their privacy. To this, we
don't even use terms like “poor family”
or “destitute household” in our projects
and publications; rather we call them
“continent families” and “lower-income
fellows” to cater for the feelings of these
families and their offspring.

And because we are confident that our
society has solidarity and social care, and
that someone who undergoes difficulties
today may be bestowed by the Almighty
tomorrow and quit needing helps, allowing

his share of aids now to be provided to
more needy families, we therefore have
a program of rehabilitating the children
of such families and equipping them for
the labor market to help their families. To
do so, we spend on the children of these
families who are schooling so as to prepare
them for the labor market, and reduce the
burden of their families and their needs for
charity helps.

As to in-kind aids, they are limited to
some foodstuffs and home appliances.
The Society has successfully provided
such assistances by way of the e-purchase
cards of a given value. Through this card,
the value of the aid could be spent at
Union Cooperative Societies and Emirates
Cooperative Society. This is a virtual bank
card, that can be used like a bank card,
but only for the purchase of goods, and at
their respective values. The Society does
pay the corresponding monthly cash to
the parties it has agreed with, to cover the
instances of the beneficiary.

Looking after the feelings
“Beit Al-Kheir Society” concluded a deal
with “Dubai Islamic Commercial Bank”
since 2013 for the “Beit Al-Kheir Prepaid
Bank Card’, making the Society the
pioner out of foundations in the country
to introduce such service. The card bears
the name of the beneficiary and his file
number, and is rechargeble on a monthly
basis without the need of having the the
beneficiary to visit the Society and stand
in the queue. It can be used within the
UAE, like any bank ATM card, to withdraw
cash and settle payments and purchases.
However, it is limited to the value of the

aid, and cannot be used for purchase as a
credit card. We also worked to make sure it
is Shariah-compliant.

Q: Since a couple of weeks, you launched
the Ramadan Campaign which is said to
be the most tremendous in the history of
the Society. What are the features of this
campaign, and how far it went?

A: Our campaign has just come out under
the banner “And Spend; That's Better
For Your Souls’starting from the first
of Rajab, following the completion of
necessary logistic, media and advertising
preparations. We also completed the
distribution of Ramadan Mir before the
commencement of the holy month of
Ramadan.The importance of the Ramadan
Campaign lunched by the Society every
year is that it encourages benefactors
and donors to double their donations and
charities, and to seize the Ramadan season
in raising finance for the projects of the
Society through their Zakat and Alms.
For this year, we set the target of the
campaign as to spend AED 85 million,
as we succeed last year to spend AED 75
million. We hope that we will make it this
year and achieve the declared goal and
even more. This will depend on those
who run the campaign and their ability
to convey their message to the targeted
public. It will also depend on donors and
strategic partnerss who keep on honoring
their promises and donating generously to
the Society. May Allah credit their bounty
to their balance of good deeds and reward
them abundently, on our behalf and on
behalf of the beneficiaries.

It
aims at funding and giving in kind helps
to the needy and aggrieved helping poor
students and spending money in different
fields of charity. It has branches in Ras Al
Khaima and Fujeirah and supervises the
Al Maktoum charitable centers.

The society’s most important pro-

grams and project are: Money of
Zakat: It is a comprehensive program in
which alms are collected from those who
would like to give them out to the society. It
spends the alms in their legitimate outlets
following the verses of Quran and gives
them to the cases registered in the society
and who are in real need after the social
research department has become sure
that they really deserve it.

Public Charity Program: It aims at
collecting all kinds of charities and dona-
tions for the sake of the cases registered
in Beit Al Kheir including low income fami-
lies, chaste families and others who de-
serve help such as widows, divorced and
abandoned ladies, old people and families
of prisoners.

Ongoing Charity Program: it col-
lects money for projects with continuous
incomes for deserving cases, such as vari-
ous endowments which provides the so-
ciety with continuous incomes, the house
equipment project and the house mainte-
nance project for repairing the houses of
the cases.

House Equipment Project: Through
this project the society provides chaste
families and registered cases in Beit Al
Kheir with main electrical appliances such
as air conditions and refrigerators and
equipment vital to any family as the ovens,
stoves and other important equipment
they cannot afford.

The Bookshop Project: It belongs
to the student program. It aims at help-
ing students from chaste and low income
families and families of orphans. It pro-
vides the deserving student with essential
school needs through scholastic coupons

by which he can buy his school materials
by himself.

The Foodstuffs Project: It aims at
providing families and deserving cases
with foodstuffs that helps families to live
decently like other prosperous families
especially in important seasons like the
month of Ramadan.

The Orphans Fund: It aims at provid-
ing essential financial resources for taking
care of orphans within the countries who
lost their parents and haven't yet come
to age and who are in real need of help.
People who want to help this category buy
special coupons to finance the fund.
Expiation for the Oath: This program
collects the amount of the expiation that
Allah stated for violating one’s oath and
distributing it among the poor and low in-
come persons who really deserve it in the
form of financial help or foodstuffs.

The Handicapped Project: it takes
care of those with special needs provid-
ing them with their medicines and medical
chairs and equipment that make their lives
easier like those who are in their same age.
