Dubai Islamic Bank, represented by the “Community Support Unit,” is the prima-
ry strategic partner of Beit Al Khair Society. Each year, it provides a significant
portion of its Zakat funds to the Society, amounting to AED 28 million this year,
in support of Takaful projects. These funds are spent exclusively on low-income
Emirati families who receive monthly cash aid, or on families and cases in need
of emergency or urgent aid, to help them overcome the hardships that plague
their lives or the distress they are experiencing that requires aid.

Commitment to Social Responsibility

The Contribution of the Community Support Unit at Dubai Islamic Bank comes
within the framework of the efforts of the Bank to support charitable and hu-
manitarian organizations. This commitment stems from its commitment to the
principle of social responsibility to serve the UAE Community, and the man-
date authorizing it to distribute depositors’ zakat to those entitled to it through
charitable societies and institutions authorized to collect and spend donations
within the country. The department supports each society or institution after
reviewing its activities, the number of families benefit from it, and the types of
groups targeted by its charitable activities.

This is done to ensure a balanced distribution of charitable and humanitarian
aid to serve the most needy and deserving people.

A Continuous Giving:

The Community Support Unit at Dubai Islamic Bank is distinguished by its Con-
tinuous giving, providing support to charitable and humanitarian societies and
institutions within the State annually. In 2024, it provided the society with a
grant from Zakat depositors amounting to AED 25 million, in addition to other
contributions directed to community projects.

The bank stipulates that these funds be spent monthly on those eligible for
Zakat seeking aid from “ Beit Al Khair  according to the eight legal categories
of Zakat expenditures, as stated in verse 60 of Surat At-Tawbah, where Allah
Almighty says:

“Zakat expenditures are only for the poor and the needy and those employed
to collect [zakat] and those whose hearts are to be reconciled and for freeing
captives and those in debt and for the sake of Allah and for the wayfarer - an
obligation imposed by Allah.” And Allah is All-Knowing, All-Wise.”

Allah The Almighty is Truthful.

Beit Al Khair is keen to be precise in selecting beneficiaries who are eligible for
zakat, as stated in the verse. This support is included in the society’s annual
zakat expenditures, which amounted to AED 68,625,173 in 2024, representing
47.5% of the total expenditures on charitable programs and projects.

Supporting
Emirati Families

For its part, the Commu-
nity Services Department
at Dubai Islamic Bank ex-
pressed its pride in its co-
operation with Beit Al Khair,
emphasizing that the bank’s
ongoing annual giving is an
extension of its existing and
renewed cooperation. The
society gratefully publishes
disbursement statements for
the bank’s contributions and
announces them in the media
to publicize this spending and
inform the community of its
source.

Poor Emirati families with low
incomes are among the most
significant beneficiaries.

The number of Emirati fami-
lies who benefited from Dubai
Islamic Bank’s Zakat in 2024
amounted to 409 Emirati
families, receiving monthly
aid totaling AED 9,666,500.
In addition, 2575 Emirati
families and eligible cases
received emergency aid to
help them overcome extreme
hardship. This grant allevi-
ated their distress after re-
searchers and aid committees
at Beit Al Khair studied their
conditions according to ap-
proved social research stan-
dards to select those most in
need.



Honorable Achievements

Through his influential leadership at “Beit Al Khair” from its founding in 1989, the deceased had administrative and
intellectual contributions to the development of Society charitable work. Furthermore, he initiated three cornerstone

medical projects that were crucial in elevating healthcare services across the entire nation:

He initiated the building of a hospi-
tal, bearing his father’s name, Ibrahim
Bin Hamad Obaidullah In 2000. Over
time, this hospital transitioned into
a prominent academic landmark, in-
strumental in providing training for
medical students enrolled at the Col-
lege of Medical and Health Sciences in
Ras Al Khaimah.

Continuing his philanthropic efforts in health-
care, he established the Obaidullah Hospital
in Ras Al Khaimah in 2009, specifically de-
signed for the aged and geriatric diseases.
This hospital swiftly became notably signifi-
cant, as it was the country’s first specialized
hospital of its kind at that juncture, offering
holistic health provision the aged and geriat-
ric diseases, consciously departing from the
conventional, limited services of a “senior care
home.»

Distinguished Record

By 2017, his efforts saw the opening of
the first integrated kidney dialysis cen-
ter at Ibrahim bin Hamad Obaidullah
Hospital, part of the Ras Al Khaimah
Medical Zone, equipped with 48 beds,
represented a new qualitative leap
in healthcare services in the emirate,
directly easing the burden on kidney
patients in Ras Al Khaimah and the
northern areas of UAE.

Appreciating his invaluable contributions to charitable endeavors and his outstanding humanitarian merits, the de-

Obaidullah: A Remarkable
Journey of Giving

His Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum,
Vice President and Prime Minister of the UAE and Ruler of
Dubai, may Allah protect him, mourned the late, Mohamed
Ibrahim Obaidullah, and posted on his official account on
the “X” platform: “May Allah have mercy on Mohamed
Ibrahim Obaidullah, one of the loyal men of the UAE, and
a distinguished figure in the fields of economy and busi-
ness. What distinguished him from others were his chari-
table works, and his legacy in humanitarian work, particu-
larly the establishment of hospitals and health centers, the
building of mosques, and his charitable projects inside and
outside the UAE. His body may have departed, but his good
deeds, lasting impact, noble reputation, and the prayers of
the people endure. He succeeded in his trade with Allah and
with people. May Allah have mercy on him, grant him Par-
adise, and bestow patience and solace upon his family and
loved ones”.

A Man of Giving and Building

Mohamed Ibrahim Obaidullah, may Allah have mercy on
him, was one of the first-generation figures who took part
in the journey of building the Union alongside the found-
ing fathers. He was a true pillar of national, social, and hu-
manitarian giving. He contributed to the fields of economy
and business, and launched numerous social and healthcare
initiatives. He was truly a man of giving and building, hav-
ing dedicated more than half a century to charitable and
community work, ever since he began his professional jour-
ney as a successful merchant, setting aside a portion of his
profits for good deeds.

Community Service

Mohamed Ibrahim Obaidullah was born in 1935 in Ras Al
Khaimah, and grew up in Dubai, where he studied in its
schools. He began his professional life as a merchant in his
youth, and he held a bachelor’s degree in public administra-
tion. During his career, he held several administrative po-
sitions in the government sector. After his retirement, his
activities did not stop, in fact, they multiplied, as he devoted
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most of his time to charitable and volunteer work. Obaidul-
lah was a member of the UAE Development Council during
the 1960s and 1970s. He believed that serving the commu-
nity and offering help to others is a natural trait of the au-
thentic Emirati — in a society that was raised on the culture
of fazaa and giving without expecting anything in return.

Secretary of “Beit Al Khair Society”
-Mohamed Ibrahim Obaidullah embarked on a path of

charitable work early in life, believing in the importance of
supporting needy families to achieve social solidarity and
harmony. Hence, he was among the first to respond to his
brother Juma Al Majid’s initiative to establish Beit Al Khair
Society. He became a proactive member of its board and
was chosen as its Secretary for a long tenure, retaining his
General Society membership until his passing. His work
was characterized by relentless diligence in delivering aid
to beneficiaries, and his philanthropic contributions became
increasingly impactful, with health, education, and mosque
construction emerging as his primary focus.



Emergency aid

The Emergency aid project topped the list of spending, as the So-

- ciety’s management directed its efforts to relieving the distress
of needy families and those experiencing disability or an emer-
gency crisis, so that they can overcome their ordeal and resume
their normal lives. Through this project, “Beit Al Khair” provided
AED 41,786,717 in zakat money until the end of June, in addition
to spending AED 15,339,789 in charity money, bringing the total
amount of emergency aid provided by the Society in the first half
of the year to AED 57,126,506.

Spending in the first half of 2025 was marked by a significant jump in spending on patients
Supporting in need through the “ Elaj Project”, with total spending reaching AED 12,487,884 by the
end of June. This was due to the development witnessed by the humanitarian platforms
Patients launched by the Society this year. In addition to the “Zayed Al Khair” program on the Al Oula
in need Radio Network, “Beit Al Khair” launched this year the “Mayadeen Al Khair” program on
Quran Kareem - Abu Dhabi Media Network, and the “Known right” program on Noor Dubai
Channel, in addition to the “Fazaa” humanitarian campaigns on social media.

Projects for the indebted

The Society paid off debts amounting to AED
3,483,605 during the first six months of this
year, which included assisting a number of citi-
zens and residents. The amount mainly included
a contribution of AED 3 million to the “Yak Al
Awn 6” initiative, aimed at securing the release
of 30 Emirati citizens. This initiative is spon-
sored by the Hotline page in Emarat Al Youm
newspaper, Dubai Courts, and the Department
of Islamic Affairs and Charitable Activities in
Dubai, with the support of “Beit Al Khair”.

The amount spent on food sup-
port for families reached AED 3,378,713,
provided as additional aid to bring happi-
ness to these families and support their
livelihoods.

Seasonal projects

Beit Al Khair did not limit itself to monthly support for families, but rather contributed to making them happy during seasons
and holidays through a package of projects, the most important of which are the Ramadan projects, which spent AED 24,876,850
during the first half of the year. These projects included, for example, spending AED 6,176,800 on Ramadan Meer project, and AED
2,212,813 on Zakat Al Fitr project, and AED 1,424,900 as Eid gifts to make 764 families happy. This year, the Society succeeded in
distributing 1,681,398 Iftar meals through 90 locations and distribution points, including 12 Ramadan tents.

Eid al-Adha projects

Beit Al Khair recently implemented its sea-
sonal Eid Al Adha campaign, which includ-
ed three main projects: The Sacrificial An-
imals Project, which spent AED 1,300,000
during the first half of this year, slaughter-
ing 2,000 sacrificial animals. The sacrificial
animals were distributed as fresh meat
portions, benefiting 5,000 families. The
campaign also included the distribution
of Eidiya gifts worth AED 1,019,000 and
clothing worth AED 00,000.

“And whatever good
you do - Alah knows it”

Generous people do not need praise for their generosity, as they are the furthest
people from hypocrisy and boasting about what they have given to their brothers
and sisters in need. But, they need to always remember that Allah has informed
them of their noble intentions and motives for uplifting their brothers and sisters,
and Allah has prepared a great reward for them. They are under Allah’s watch and
care, sees and rewards them according to the sincerity of their intentions, as Allah
Almighty: “And whatever good you do - Allah knows it.”

“A generous heart is not measured by giving in hundreds, thousands, or millions;
what matters is the spirit of giving itself. Rather, Allah should give what Allah Al-
mighty has called in Quran “Known right.” This is the legal percentage of zakat and
the charity given by believers. Giving is according to one’s ability. In the hadith, “A
Dirham surpassed a hundred thousand Dirhams.”

Indeed, the believer is rewarded for his intention to give, and he may receive the
reward of the one who gave even if he was not able to. In the authentic hadith:
“Whenever my bondsman intends to do good, but does not do it, | write one good
act for him, but if he puts it into practice | wrote from ten to seven hundred good
deeds in favour of him.”

Rather, The Messenger of Allah (May peace and blessings be upon him), was even
more clear when he said: The likeness of this nation is that of four people: “A man
to whom Allah gives wealth and knowledge, so he acts according to his knowledge
with regard to his wealth, spending it as it should be spent; a man to whom Allah
gives knowledge, but he does not give him wealth, so he says: “If | had been given
(wealth) like this one, | would have done what (the first man) did.” The Messenger
of Allah (May peace and blessings be upon him) said: ‘They will be equal in reward.
It is the jurisprudence of giving that unleashes the noblest intentions in the hearts
of its owners in society, embodying them according to the blessings that Allah has
granted them. A generous heart who does not possess wealth may give from his
own effort voluntarily, or he may support a charitable act by pointing out its doer,
or he may promote charitable work with his thoughts and pen... even “ When you
smile in your brother’s face it counts to you as sadaqa.”
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
