Al-Awadhi presented a detailed list of spending in Ajman since

2013, including the amount of cash assistance provided to the
lowest-income citizen families and the like, which amounted
to AED 72,303,500, from which 871 families benefited on a
monthly basis, and AED 10,075,000 dirhams provided support to
orphan families, 234 families benefited from it, and AED 651,000
were spent on 34 people of determination. Al-Awadhi noted
the amount of emergency assistance provided by Beit Al Khair
to cases experiencing emergency disability, and the various
aspects of their deficits and suffering, which amounted to AED
157,938,196, and constitutes the largest portion of the total
spent by the Society in Ajman, as it benefited 44,460 families
