Al Awadhi said the “Food for All” project saw a quantum leap when “Beit Al Khair” set a new Guinness World
Record by contributing 8,997 free meals to low-income workers in just 2.52 hours.

“The exceptional record was would not have happened without the partnership of the Dubai Investment
Company and Al Maktoum Foundation. The pioneering initiative sets an exemplary model in social respon-
sibility gives a valuable addition to the Society projects and initiatives in the Year of Tolerance.”

“The Society further spent AED 9.1 million on the Foodstuff project, AED 1.2 million on a the Adahi or Sac-
rificial Livestock project, and AED 376,000 on the Nusuk/Sacrifice project.”

AED 46 Million
Spent on the
“Fazah/Relief”
Program

Al Awadhi said up to 45,236 families and cases benefited from the said projects. “These are added to 5,120
families receiving monthly and seasonal allowances.”

The Society have also stood by so many families going through emergency situations under the “Fazaa Pro-
gram” with expenses exceeding AED 46 million in 2019, he stated.

“These included AED 22.2 million spent as emergency aids, AED 6.4 million for treating poor resident pa-
tients, and AED 5.5 million for clearing the debts of inmate defaulters; including AED 4.1 million expended
to release 24 Emirati prisoners in Ramadan.”

“The Society has further spent AED 26.3 million in support to charity associations, he disclosed. “This

amount also included endowment contributions to community bodies, staffers’ salaries and volunteers’ re-
munerations, as in the detailed tables attached”

“Beit Al Khair” announces ‘Year of Tolerance’ expenses
AED 216.2m spent in 2019; AED 23.5m more as compared to 2018

Beit Al Khair Society, dedicated to vulnerable segments of the society, spent up to AED 216.2 million on

an array of charity projects in 2019.

Abdeen Taher Al Awadhi, Director General, Beit Al Khair, said the Society expenses in the Year of Toler-

ance - AED 216.2 million, impressively exceeded its expenses in 2018 by AED 23.5 million.

“Up to AED 100.3 million or 46.4% of the total expenses in 2019 were from collected from the Zakat
(Mandatory Alms) as compared to AED 115.8 or 53.6% collected from the Sadakat (Optional Charity).”

Humanitarian Work Boom

These figures reflect how “Beit Al Khair” has significantly grown
in terms of charity work and how its performance has exception-
ally developed over the last years, he added

“The Society, in collaboration with philanthropists, supporters,
and strategic partners, spent AED 1,18,500,000 over the past
five years”

The Society is further targeting an annual growth in humanitari-
an works in parallel with the economic development of the Emir-
ate of Dubai, he underlined.

“This is in pursuance of the 9th article of 50-Year Charter ini-
tiated by H.H Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum, Vice
President and Prime Minister of the UAE and Ruler of Dubai.”

AED 64 million monthly aid to families

Al Awadhi said the Society runs a variety of programs and projects
to ease the suffering of needy people and bring them happiness.
“The “Aman/Safety” scheme was the largest of these programs.”

Up to AED 64 million were spent as fixed monthly allowances to
about 5,120 registered families, he explained.

“The monthly cash allowances hit AED 45.2 million in 2019, while
the monthly in-kind allowances amounted to AED 7.2 million
during the same year”

“These are added to AED 10.1 million spent on as monthly cash
allowances to the orphans’ families, and AED 1.3 million spent as
monthly cash allowances to the people of determination.”

Delighting Special Strata

Al Awadhi said that the “Aman” program supplies the listed fam-
ilies with their basic needs, while the “Basma/Smile” program
provides an additional support to delight the special segments
of the society.

“Up to AED 2.1 million were spent on the orphans to make them

Improving Life and Educating Children

Al Awadhi said the Society “Hafez/Incentive” program is designed
to improve the life of supported families and educate their chil-
dren. “Up to AED 12.2 million were spent on the housing support
project as compared to AED 2.7 million spent on the household
items project, and AED 1.7 Million spent on the maintenance of
eligible families’ houses.”

“Beit Al Khair” also spent AED 8.4 million to meet the educational
needs of the children of listed families, he disclosed. “This amount
spanned stationery, worth AED 2.8 million, along with tuition fees
and other needs of university students against AED 5.6 million.”

AED 62 Million Spent on “Farha/Joy” Program

Al Awadhi said “Beit Al Khair” gives a special attention to vul-
nerable families in the holy month of Ramadan, Eids or feasts
and public events through the “Farha” program. “Up to AED 12.8
million were spent on the Ramadan Meer (Foodstuff Package)
project, and AED 2 million on the Zakat Al Fitr project.”

Cash gifts, worth AED 26.5 million, were spent on the Ediya proj-
ect to make the kids of poor families happy on the Eid Al Fitr and
Eid Al Adha, he pointed out. “New clothes, worth AED 1.8 million,
were presented to these families under the Kiswah/Clothes proj-
ect, while the Iftar meals, worth AED 6.7 million, were outstand-
ingly contributed during Ramadan in 2019.”

1,300,000 meals

Al Awadhi said more meals were distributed under the “Farha”
program in support to the “Food for All” project during the Year
of Tolerance. “Thousands of resident workers of various nation-
alities benefited from this project whereby meals over 1,300,000
meals were distributed in 2019.”

These included 123,273 meals distributed in coordination with
the Permanent Committee of Labour Affairs in Dubai, along with
200,000 meals contributed to resident workers under the “Food
for All” project, and 275,400 meals under Oath-breaking Expia-
tion” project.”

These are apart from 4,900 food parcels, worth AED 3.6 million,
and more than 705,000 meals distributed to fasting workers
during the holy month of Ramadan.”

Season of Giving

The holy month of Ramadan is a season of giving when more
people pay out their Zakat and give for charity in hope for
more rewards, he pointed out. “This season gives a big boost
to our charity programs and projects, mainly emergency assis-
tance, treatment aids, and defaulters scheme whereby 24 Emi-
rati nationals were set free after having their over Dh4 million

debts cleared last Ramadan.”
Alternative Contingency Plans

Al Awadhi said the Society is strictly observing all the precau-
tionary measures announced by the prudent government to
reduce the risk of the Novel Coronavirus (COVID 19) infection
and transmission, and ensure the health and safety of thou-
sands of beneficiaries.

“We have initiated alternative plans to distribute the Rama-
dan Meer via bank cards, and provide emergency support for
eligible families through an exchange company.”

As for help seekers, they can submit their requests online,
he underlined. “All applications will be addressed as quickly
as possible,” he said. “We have also agreed with a specialized
company to deliver the in-kind and food aids to the homes of
listed people”

“We are also studying the possibility of contracting a number
of restaurants to deliver the Iftar meals to the beneficiaries
instead of distributing them in crowded tents as was the case

in previous years.”

As for the Ramadan Tents previously used in the "Iftar Meal"
project, these have been suspended. "All the Iftar meals will
be delivered to eligible beneficiaries in their places in spe-
cially equipped vehicles,” he said. "The move, in line with the
ongoing health and safety procedures, is meant to avoid any
gatherings in mosques and tents, given the current health
conditions".
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Al Awadhi said the Society spent Dh81.5 million last Ramadan.
“We hope to collect and spend more on charity, and support addi-
tional eligible families this year,” he said, thanking all philanthro-
pists and supporters.

“We are so grateful to our strategic partners, mainly the Al Mak-
toum Foundation, led by H.H Sheikh Hamdan bin Rashid Al Mak-
toum, and Sheikh Rashid bin Hamdan bin Rashid Al Maktoum,
Chairman of the Board of Trustees, as well as the Dubai Islamic
Bank, represented by its Humanitarian and Community Services
Office which is so cooperative with us.

Charity provides protection against misfortune

Saeed Mubarak Al Mazrouie, Deputy Director General, said the
current health challenges will not affect the Society Ramadan cam-
paign. “Rather, we expect more donations to ease people’s suffering
and protect the country against this pandemic which has swept the
world”

Al Mazrouie paid tributes to H.H Sheikh Hamdan bin Rashid Al Mak-
toum for supporting “Beit Al Khair” campaigns, either personally or
via the Al Maktoum Foundation.

“The Society, having various mechanisms for all circumstances, is
ready with for emergency situations with 7-star services,” he said,
noting that The Society is a partner in the Dubai Police emergency
plan for housing disaster-hit families.”

Parallel Media Campaign

Abdullah Al Ustaz, Assistant Director General and Media Supervisor,
said the Society has prepared an extensive media plan to promote
the campaign.

“This spans an advertising plan and a parallel social media campaign
spanning about 400,000 posts that are designed to enlighten the
public about the campaign and motivate them to chip in.”

“This is apart from a long-experienced media team ready to pub-
lish, cascade and promote all the campaign news,” he said, thanking
media people for their dedication to convey “Beit Al Khair” message

and news.
Branch and Centres Preparations

Nahla Al Ahmad, Director of Branches Affairs, said all the Society
branches are ready to make the campaign a big success. “We have
recently developed a ‘Green Points’ system to support most eligible
online applicants.

Halima Al Dhanhani, Director of Centres Affairs, said the Al Mak-
toum Foundation four centres managed by the Society, are all set
for the campaign. “We have updated the information of all benefi-
