Community Solidarity

Al Mazrouie added: “Beit Al Khair” has positively responded to the “10
million meals” campaign initiated by H.H Sheikha Hind Al Maktoum.
“The Society pledged to distribute 1.5 million meals, in cooperation with
the Islamic Affairs and Charitable Activities Department in Dubai, and
the Permanent Committee for Labour Affairs in Dubai that affiliated
with the General Directorate of Residency and Foreigners Affairs, Dubai
Police, and other societies and institutions.”

“We have well-trained field teams that helped the Society set a new
Guinness World Record in cooperation with the Dubai Investment
Company, by distributing 8,997 meals to workers from different
nationalities in just 2.52 hours.”

“The Society inked a memorandum of understanding with the Permanent
Committee for Labour Affairs in Dubai two years ago to add to workers’
happiness.”

Food Control

Abdullah Al Ustaz, Assistant Director General and Media Supervisor
at “Beit Al Khair”, affirmed that providing high quality meals for the
workers is so critical.

“We have a strict control over the meals served and the kitchens being
dealt with. We strictly provide healthy and nutritionally rich meals that
contain meat, chicken, rice, dates, fruits, water and juice.”

These are transported in specially equipped vehicles to remain safe and
fresh, he underscored. “Our qualified and trained teams deliver the meals
to eligible workers in a respectful way.”

Guinness Book of Records

Al Ustaz said “Beit Al Khair” have remarkably proved its competence
by setting a new Guinness Book Record. “Up to 8,997 fresh and rich
meals were distributed to workers from different nationalities in just
2.52 hours”

Praveen Bateel, Chairman, Guinness Book of Jury, has lauded Beit Al
Khair for the high-quality meals served to the workers, he indicated. “The
fresh, healthy and nutritious were respectfully delivered to an eligible
community as per the Guinness committee criteria.”
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Distribution Committee

Ali Dad Al Balooshi, Head of the Food
Distribution Field Team and Head of the
Distributions Committee, said the Society
team has become well experienced in dealing
with resident workers whom have become
friends.

“We distribute hundreds of thousands of
meals to our beloved workers every year. We
know their departments and whereabouts,
and welcome them all, regardless of their
nationality, race, or sect.”

“Armed with a resourceful distribution program,
approved by “Beit Al Khair” management,
we maximize our efforts to delight all those
workers,” he said, referring to “Beit Al Khair”
support to the “10 million meals” campaign
initiated by H.H Sheikha Hind Al Maktoum
with 1.5 million meals worth AED 15 million”
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Contributing More Meals

Abdeen Taher Al Awadhi, Director General, Beit Al Khair, said the Society has recently distributed extra
meals to those beloved workers. “The generous contributions, received in support of the “Food for All”
project, were so helpful in this regard.”

This pioneering scheme is meant to revive the tradition of feeding food as urged in Islam and deeply rooted
ol Ulple  in the UAE culture, he added. “These contributions have been added to the oath-breaking expiations, vows,
YEAR OF TOLERANCE  alms, and donations collected from the philanthropists here.”

Feeding low-paid resident workers is the best way to give for charity, he underlined. “Beit Al Khair” distributed
over 1,300,000 meals in the Year of Tolerance, including 705,000 Iftar meals last Ramadan,” he said. “These
meals stood at over AED 32 million.”

Supporting Quarantined Workers

The Society, given the Coronavirus outbreak, had to adopt a number
of precautionary measures to ensure safe distribution of meals, while
mass Iftar tents have been cancelled nationwide, Al Awadhi said.

“Instead, hundreds of thousands of meals have been delivered to
quarantined workers, while more meals are being distributed during
the holy month of Ramadan.”

The distributed meals have significantly increased after “Beit Al Khair” announced its support to the “10 million meals” campaign
initiated by H.H Sheikha Hind Al Maktoum with 1.5 million meals worth AED 15 million, he disclosed.

“Our field teams are distributing these meals in especially-equipped vehicles on a daily basis nationwide. All health and safety measures,

let alone physical distancing are strictly observed to avoid Covid-19 infection. The food distributed include daily Iftar meals for fasting
workers, along with breakfast, lunch and dinner meals for sick and quarantined workers.”

Supporting Workers in Summer

Saeed Mubarak Al Mazrouie, Deputy Director General, said the Society diversifies its support

to resident workers. “We have initially cooperated with the Ministry of Human Resources and
Emiratisation (former Ministry of Labour) in all its “Mandatory Midday Break” campaigns.”

WIMISTRY OF HUMAN RESOURCES  “I have had the honour to represent the Society in several seasons and personally felt the suffering
VIRATISATION of those unsung soldiers during the sweltering summer temperature,” he said. “The Ministry has
played a critical role in protecting those workers against the scorching temperatures.”

The Ministry has sought the charity associations’ help to distribute cold water and juices to those
workers during the midday breaks, he stated. “This reflects the humanitarian side of the UAE
Government and its commitment to workers’ rights and interests.”



The Society started implementing its Ramadan program “Farha” as of the last week of the lunar month of Shaaban.
This project includes several schemes, such as the “Ramadan Meer”, “Iftar Meal” and “Zakat Al Fitr”. These are apart
from the “Ediya/Cash Gift” and “Clothes” projects. All these projects are meant to make vulnerable families happier.

They are an added value to the other projects run throughout the year for the disadvantaged families and cases.
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As many as 19,200 families have
benefited from the Ramadan Meer/
Foodstuff project which stood at AED
13.5 million. This scheme is part of H.H
Sheikha Hind Bint Maktoum bin Juma
Al Maktoum’s initiative. Given the
current health challenges, Beit Al Khair
has canceled paper shopping vouchers
(coupons) and agreed with the Union
Cooperative Society and the Emirates
Cooperative Society to give the same
Meer to eligible people as per their ID
cards. Both Coops have been provided
with lists of the beneficiaries and the

amounts they are entitled to.

“Beit Al Khair”, committed to the
government preventive procedures
against Covid-19, has canceled all
the Ramadan tents which reached
42 last year. Instead, Iftar meals
are distributed on special vehicles
throughout the country. The Society
had earlier opened the door for
donation to the project via SMS
to Etisalat (2311). A meal costs
AED 10. The Society gears up to
distribute 35,000 meals every day,
hoping to exceed the 705,000 Iftar

meals distributed last Ramadan.
