Al Mazrouei is the Deputy General Manager of Beit Al 

Khair Society in Dubai.

27,4 million dirhams were distributed 

as direct cash assistance to the needy 

families, 27,4 million dirhams given to 

urgent incidents and lump-sum-based 

cases, and 7,3 million dirhams spent on 

charity food vouchers. 

Q: What about the other projects? 

Al Shared:  During Ramadan, the 

other programmes and projects were 

quite active, receiving more attention 

and support from fellow donors who 

believe the reward of their donations 

increases significantly during the 

holy month, especially the projects 

related to orphans for which 4.7 million 

dirhams were spent. The sum of 1,1 

million dirhams was spent on the "Elaj" 

(treatment) project and 1,2 million AED 

on the special needs people project. The 

society also spent 1,6 million dirhams on 

the Ongoing charity programme which 

distributes basic household appliances 

and carries out house maintenance 

works for the less privileged. 

The campaign conclusion coincided with 

the start of the school year, so the society 

distributed school vouchers during the 

back to school season. During its first 

phase, 18 thousand students, belonging 

to the BAKS registered families, 

benefited from the project whose costs 

amounted to 3,5 million dirhams. 

Q: What message would you like to 

send to the donors and participants 

in "Give (to charity) for your own 

good" campaign? 

Bank, which donated the generous 

sum of 30 million AED at the start of 

Ramadan. Thanks are also due to Al 

Habtoor Foundation and to all those 

who contributed to the success of our 

fruitful campaign, announcing that 

they were the cause of the happiness of 

families stressed by economic and social 

conditions who shyly refrained from 

asking for assistance. Endowed with the 

experience God bestowed upon us and 

with the help of good doers, we were able 

to reach out for those families. Indeed, 

but for the generosity and philanthropy 

of our benefactors, we would not have 

been able to help that huge number of 

families and cases. On our behalf and on 

that of our beneficiaries, May Allah bless 

them and reward their efforts. 

Q: What's new with Beit Al Khair 

after Eid? 

Al Shared:  Beit Al Kheir is always 

innovative; it has achieved its success 

by adopting the spirit of giving and 

philanthropy founded by the late His 

Highness Sheikh Zayed bin Sultan Al 

Nahyan for whom we seek the blessing 

and mercy of Allah upon the tenth 

anniversary of his departure. Such high 

values were reinforced by his brother 

Sheikh Rashid bin Saeed Al Maktoum, 

may Allah bless their souls. They have 

laid the foundations of this unique state 

and have been keenly followed by all 

rulers of the Emirates as well as by its 

noble people. 

As you well know, the Emiratis are highly 

generous and hospitable people who 

hasten to do good. As a specialised 

society based upon institutional though, 

we adopt the social research approach 

to ascertain the real needs of the 

vulnerable segments of the society; we 

do not embark on any programme or 

project before making sure that it fills 

a gap and provides aid to a category 

that really needs help. Some proposed 

projects are currently being studied, 

and will be launched and announced 

in a timely manner after defining the 

implementation governing rules and 

providing the required continuous 

funding. However, I am afraid I cannot 

speak about other new BAKS projects 

before their approval by my fellow board 

members, which will take place soon. 

Q: What is the expenditure objective 

of the society in 2014? 

Al Shared:  Since its inception and 

the determining of its course of action, 

Beit Al Khair Society has progressed 

steadily, achieving significant growth 

on an annual basis, with the help of 

our sponsors and the efforts of our 

associates. Our objective this year is 

to increase expenditure by 10 million 

dirhams. Based on my observation of 

the society's income and expenditure, I 

expect that in 2014 the expenditure of 

the society will vary between 160-170 

million dirhams. My expectation is based 

on the fact that, during the single month 

of Ramadan, expenditure rose from 75 

million AED in 2013 to 84.4 million AED 

in the current year increasing by 9,4 

million dirhams. May Allah always be our 

guide. 

This is an occasion to express my deepest 

thanks to all benefactors, donors and 

zakat payers whose generosity and 

trust contributed to the success of our 

campaign. I would like to pay special

In the light of his duties 

and his diligent follow-up of the financial and financing activities of the 

society, the interview aimed to demonstrate His Excellency's vision of 

the society's journey and its future orientation, giving an insight into 

his views on the Ramadan campaign results, being the largest in the 

history of the organisation.

Q: First of all, how would you 

evaluate the "Give (to charity) for 

your own good" campaign now 

that it has been concluded? 

Al Shared:  This year's campaign 

was, indeed, the society's largest and 

most prominent; it was meant to be a 

new start for BAKS after experiencing 

a quarter century of achievements 

that we celebrate this year marking 

the society's silver jubilee, repeatedly 

highlighted in your newsletter. With 

the help of Allah, we have successfully 

achieved the campaign objectives as 

the campaign's final results indicate 

that expenditure reached 84,4 million 

dirhams spent on the needy and 

eligible families in the form of cash, in-

kind and food aids, in addition to Zakat 

ul-Fitr, Eid cash gifts and clothing which 

benefited more than one hundred 

thousand families/cases, 5500 of which 

were low-income and needy families 

that receive BAKS aid on a monthly 

basis. 

Q: What are the key projects 

that characterised the Ramadan 

campaign? 

Al Shared: As you know, Ramadan 

has its special projects, especially the 

Ramadan Meer (provision) project 

for which the size of expenditure 

has amounted to about 9,2 million 

dirhams. The project is based on the 

distribution of food rations and the 

issuance of vouchers and multi-value 

e-cards for the families registered in 

the society, allowing them to receive 

food items from cooperative societies 

and hypermarkets, in addition to 

providing assistance to urgent 

incidents and lump-sum-based cases 

during Ramadan, the season of giving. 

Another project is the obligatory 

charity of Zakat ul-Fitr for which over 

2,2 million dirhams were spent, half 

in cash and half in the form of rice 

packets each weighing ten kilograms 

and totaling up to 115 thousand 

packets distributed among in-state 

beneficiaries in Ramadan. 

The Fasters' Iftar project involved 

putting up two Ramadan Iftar tents, 

the first of which was in the Sheikh 

Mansour bin Zayed Mosque, known as 

Al Majeed mosque in the Jaddaf area in 

Dubai, and the second of which was in 

the Al Khawaneej mosque, providing 

around 70 thousand meals to fasters 

throughout the whole month. 

Expenditure on the "Eideya" project 

-the Eid cash gifts- that were given on 

behalf of male and female benefactors 

to buy Eid requirements exceeded 10.6 

million dirhams. Moreover, expenditure 

on distributed Eid clothing amounted 

to 5.2 million dirhams. 

The campaign witnessed an accelerated 

increase in the disposal of Zakat 

money in all of the 'Sharia-prescribed' 

lawful zakat disbursement channels 

mentioned in the Koran. Sixty five 

percent of the total sum spent by the 

society, i.e. nearly 55 million dirhams, 

was given to families and cases, of which

The report issued by BAKS finance department shows that the 

expenditure of Zakat money disposed of by the society during 

Ramadan amounts to 55 million dirham, contributing 65% of 

the total expenditure in Ramadan, of which 27,451,100 AED 

were spent in cash assistance to the needy families. 

The report indicates that expenditure on the Ramadan Meer 

projects reached 9,254,000 AED benefiting 10887 cases. The 

Ramadan Meer (provision) is a programme dedicated to 

the distribution of food parcels appropriate for the month of 

Ramadan which provides PAKS registered families with food 

vouchers and e-cards that enable them to receive food items 

from cooperative societies and hypermarkets. 

Expenditure on Zakat ul-Fitr projects amounted to 2,224,400 

AED, half of which was in cash and half in the form of rice 

packets, ten kilograms each and totaling up to 115 thousand 

packets distributed among in-state beneficiaries. 

The society spent 10,656,500 dirhams on the "Eideya" project, 

helping 4500 cases. The "Eideya" is the cash gift given to 

orphans and the children of the registered families to enjoy the 

joys of Eid. Ramadan and Eid clothing were distributed among 

17513 cases at the value of 5,254,000 dirhams. 

Expenditure on urgent incidents and lump-sum-based cases 

amounted to 5,701,300 AED and benefited 1900 cases. 

Similarly, the sum of 5,701,300 AED of food vouchers was 

distributed to 8657 cases. 

4,742,600 dirhams were spent on orphan sponsorship and 

distributed among 2226 orphans. The expenditure on special 

needs people reached 1,211,400 AED and benefited 1212 

individual in this category. In the context of the student 

programme, 17933 students benefited from the stationery 

and college students projects at the total value of 3,586,500 

dirhams, up till the issuance of this report. 

There was an increased pace of spending on the remaining 

projects during Ramadan, with 1,198,400 AED spent on "Elaj" 

project to treat 342 citizens and residents, and 1,694,000 AED 

spent on the Ongoing Charity programme that distributes 

basic household appliances and carries out home maintenance 

and which benefited 847 cases.
