Most Important Activities

By the end of September, the branch had served 3,744 families and cases deserving of assistance, spending
more than AED 3.5 million on them. In 2024, the Ras Al Khaimah branch's expenditures amounted to
AED11,318,526, benefiting 4,065 families and cases deserving of assistance.

“Ras Al Khaimah branch” was set up in 2000 with the blessing of the late
Sheikh Saqr bin Mohammed Al Qasimi, the then Ruler of Ras Al Khaimah
(May Allah have mercy on him). The branch covers all areas of the Emirate
of Ras Al Khaimah except for Al Manai, Masafi, and Al Tawyeen, due to their

proximity to the Hatta and Fujairah branches. The branch has continuously
developed and remains an active branch, successfully meeting the needs of
the emirate’s lower-income groups, such as needy families and those in need.

A Success Story

“Ras Al Khaimah branch” represents a success story of which Beit Al Khair is proud. Since its inception
a quarter century ago, the branch has been actively working, cooperating with local community
organizations, institutions, and organizations. During this period, its disbursements amounted to AED
222,530,210, benefiting 49,212 low-income Emirati families. Hundreds of families, including orphans and

Fujairah's New Endowment is setup in Mohammed bin Zayed City on a plot granted by His
Highness Sheikh Hamad bin Mohammed Al Sharqi, Member of Supreme Council and Ruler
of Fujairah. The endowment occupies an area of 375 square meters and consists of aground
floor, 7 floors, 35 apartments, and 7 shops, which will generate additional value through the
revenues it will produce.

Promoting Sustainability

Thisendowmentrepresentsacontinuation of the sustainability-
promoting journey that “Beit Al Khair” began early on. This
endeavor aims to strengthen its financial resources and
assets, enabling it to provide sustainable support and meet
aid requests from those most in need. Over the past three
years, the society has succeeded in establishing three new
and rewarding endowments: AL Nahda Second Endowment in
Dubai, Ajman Endowment, and new Fujairah Endowment. This
brings the society's total endowments to 23 to date.

An Ongoing Charity

Endowment is an ongoing charity, bringing great reward from
Allah. It is one of the important pillars upon which charitable
work is based, as it provides ongoing and sustainable funding.
The early founders of the Beit Al Khair Society were aware
of this and began establishing real estate endowments to
supplement the Society's resources with a source whose giving
will continue as long as the endowment remains in existence,
invested and leased.

The Endowment Journey

The endowment journey began with the launch of the Society
in 1989. It is based on the donations of buildings and structures
by the founding fathers and philanthropists, who dedicated
these buildings to the benefit of the Society's charitable
activities. In 2003, the Society crowned its endowments with
the opening of the first Al Nahda Endowment, which houses the
current headquarters of "Beit Al Khair" and saves the Society
significant expenses. The building has been constructed on
land donated by His Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid
Al Maktoum, Vice President and Prime Minister of the UAE
and Ruler of Dubai, may Allah protect him. The building has
been constructed at the expense of the late Sheikh Hamdan

bin Rashid Al Maktoum, may Allah have mercy on him.

One of the Charitable Solutions

Relying on charitable endowments is one of the charitable
solutions that Beit Al Khair has resorted to enhance
sustainability in funding and charitable giving. This occurred
after the repercussions of the crisis that struck the global
economy in 2008, which impacted the Society's resources
due to the difficult circumstances experienced by partners,
donors, and benefactors. The Board of Directors of Beit Al
Khair decided to increase reliance on endowments to mitigate
the effect of economic crises on the Society's giving and
commitments to thousands of families and those in need.

Strategic Objective

Endowment have been adopted as a fundamental pillar of the
Society's strategies, which are renewed every five years. The
second clause of Beit Al Khair's strategy for the years 2022-
2026 stipulates "Strengthening the Society's endowments
and increasing opportunities for innovative and sustainable
endowments." During this period, two important endowments
have been completed: the new Fujairah endowment and the
second Al Nahda endowment, which consists of 60 apartments.

A Qualitative Development

The Society had previously achieved a qualitative development
in selecting its endowments to increase its revenues. It
launched the new Al Karama Endowment, built on a 4-dunam
plot of land in a commercially active neighborhood next to
BurJuman Mall. It consists of five floors, 90 luxury apartments,
two basement floors, a ground floor, and 11 retail outlets. It
also completed the Ajman Endowment, built on land donated
by His Highness Sheikh Humaid bin Rashid Al Nuaimi, Member
of the Supreme Council and Ruler of Ajman. The 2,175-square-
meter plot consists of ten floors, 160 apartments, a ground
floor, a basement, two parking floors, and 11 retail outlets.




The New Academic Year

With the start of the back-to-school season in August, the Society began receiving aid requests from stu-
dents and their families through its official website. As of September, the total expenditure on Tayseer Project
reached AED 5,347,284, distributed as follows: AED 4,075,144 was allocated to settle overdue school fees
for students at various educational levels, benefiting 431 students from low-income families; AED 1,293,772
was allocated to settle overdue university fees across different courses and disciplines, benefiting 102 uni-
versity students whose families had fallen behind in payments. Additionally, the project provided 3 laptops
and iPads at AED 14,177, bringing the total number of students benefiting from this year’s support to 536.

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Support of Board of Directors

“A Known Right” campaign was duly supported by the Board of Directors. This year’s Ramadan campaign
surpassed last year’s campaign, spending AED 20.7 million, an increase over last year’s AED 48.8 million.
The Board also increased the budget for the Iftar Sa'im project from AED 10.8 million to AED 18.5 million
this year. Abdul Rahman Al Shared, Treasurer of Beit Al Khair, Board Member, and Executive Committee
Member, inspected the Society’s Iftar tents, visited Al-Tayy tent near Al-Rawashid mosque, and participated
in distributing meals to those fasting. He led the field team, who considered this initiative as a reinforcement
of their efforts.

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The most beneficial to people

Beit Al Khair Society embarks upon its
charitable work based on a steadfast and
continuous commitment to provide fea-
sible support in order to uplift the living
standards of low-income UAE families .
In fulfilment of this commitment, it has
dedicated a package of projects based on
the words of the Prophet Muhammad
(peace and blessings be upon him): Char-
ity given to the poor is charity, and that
given to a relative is two things: chari-
ty and upholding the ties of kinship.

The package of projects supporting
low-income UAE families is wide-rang-
ing: some provide monthly cash support,
including orphan families and families of
persons of determination. The Society
further increased its focus on securing
the stability of these families through
housing support, which includes assis-
tance for completing home construction,
rental allowances, maintenance of dam-
aged homes, and furnishing the resi-
dences of eligible citizens with essential
household and electrical appliances.

Beit Al Khair is also keen on providing
a parallel package of assistance pro-
grams designed to bring joy to families
on special occasions and religious holi-
days, through its Ramadan projects and
the two Eid projects, Eid Al-Fitr and Eid
Al-Adha.

Beit Al Khair has extended its humanitar-
ian giving to support the most vulnerable
groups of both nationals and residents.
It has increased expenditure to assist
anyone suffering hardship or acute hu-
manitarian distress. This stems from the
Prophetic guidance that urges helping
all people regardless of their differences
in race, color as our Prophet , peace and
blessings be upon him, said, “The most
beloved people to Allah are those who
are most beneficial to people”.

Based on this understanding, the Society
has increased its spending to secure the
release of indebted individuals (garim0n)
who were imprisoned due to debts they
could not repay, whether they are nation-
als or residents. The Society has even
devoted certain programs specifically
to support the expatriate residing with-
in UAE, such as financially distressed
patients, laborers both in industrial and
construction workshops, and families of
students having difficulty in paying tui-
tion fees or school/university dues.

It is worth noting here that, having or-
ganised its humanitarian and social pri-
orities, the Society responds to many
aid requests made by needy people from
“the People of Scripture” ( Ahl al-KitOb),
and in particular by patients who have no
power or strength—and the Society does
not delay in providing the required aid.

“Beit Al Khair” Spends AED 20.6 Million
on Supporting Education for the Years 2024-2025

Beit Al Khair Society has intensified its efforts to support the education of students from low-in-
come families with the onset of the new academic year 2025-2026. During the first month of the
academic year, the Society spent AED 5,347,284 on “Tayseer Project“to assist students across
various educational stages, benefiting 536 students. Meanwhile, the total amount spent by the
Society to support these students during the previous academic year 2024-2025, which ended
last May, reached AED 15,329,084, benefiting 1,829 students. These efforts have had a profound
impact in easing the financial burden on low-income families, ensuring that their children can
continue their education, complete their academic studies, and secure future employment that

sustains them and their families.

A Steadfast and Constant Commitment

Abdeen Taher Al Awadhi, Director General of Beit
Al Khair Society, reaffirmed the Society’s ongoing
commitment to students in need, stating:“At the
beginning of every academic year, Beit Al Khair
ensures that our students receive their share of
support, based on our firm belief that education
is the best investment in building human. It is a
steadfast and constant commitment to prepare
generations capable of serving their nation and
contribute to its progress.Taaleem (Education)
program is one of our most sustainable programs,
and we regard it as a humanitarian and societal
mission we undertake each year to provide chil-
dren from low-income families the opportuni-
ty to continue their education and achieve their
dreams, God willing. Moreover, we do not consid-
er this as a temporary aid, but rather as a lasting
investment in the students’ educational journey,
extending the wise leadership’s vision of empow-
ering knowledge and learning, while reinforcing
the values of giving and solidarity that distinguish
the UAE society.

Tayseer Project

Tayseer Project provides diverse support to el-
igible students, covering everything they need
during their educational journey. This includes
all essential learning materials, such as sta-
tionery, study tools, and research resources.
Recently, Tayseer has expanded its support to
include tablets and laptops for students at var-
ious educational levels, in line with the evolving
methods of modern education, particularly for
students from low-income families who cannot
afford these high-cost devices. Tayseer also con-
tributes to settling outstanding school and uni-
versity tuition fees for students unable to com-
plete payments. Additionally, it supports higher
education programs by providing essential study
tools for undergraduate, master’s, and doctoral
students from low-income families. The project
further assists with transportation expenses
and provides meals in cooperation with some
universities.
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
