His Highness launched the Hamdan Bin Rashid Al Maktoum Award for
the Distinguished Academic Performance in 1998. It has become the
most rewarding prize for educational creativity in the Arab world and
thanks to its sponsor’s support. It is aimed to serve teachers wher-
ever they are, and to expand the horizons of the award at the global
level. His Highness later launched the UNESCO-Hamdan bin Rashid
Al-Maktoum Prize for Outstanding Practice and Performance in En-
hancing the Effectiveness of Teachers; a joint initiative launched by the
Hamdan Bin Rashid Education Award and the UNESCO International
Organization, to reward outstanding practices and efforts to improve
the performance of teachers. The award, sponsoring talented and dis-
tinguished teachers, helped the graduation of creative scientific and

intellectual elites.

I._Hlamdan Medical Award

His Highness also launched the Sheikh Hamdan bin Rashid Al Mak-
toum Award for Medical Sciences, which is today the largest award in
the world. It is designed to honor various medical sectors and special-
ties, with a special focus on health care and medical achievement, not
just academic research. The honoring includes scientific achievements
in drug discoveries, and distinguished medical research. His Highness
also honors institutions and individuals in the volunteer category in
medical and humanitarian services. He has allocated prizes for the
best college, institute or medical center, and one of the distinguished
medical figures in the UAE and the Arab world. He issued the Hamdan
Medical Journal and the Dubai International Conference for Medical
Sciences, and established the Arab Center for Genetic Studies - the
first scientific center of its kind in the Arab world.

[ Equestrian lover

His Highness Sheikh Hamdan bin Rashid Al Maktoum won the
Angel Championship title at the Royal Ascot Festival 2020,
with 6 victories for His Highness’s horses. The beginning of
his journey with horse sport dates back to the seventies of the
last century, when he established a series of model farms and
international stables to breed horses in a number of countries
famous for the equestrian industry, horse breeding and rac-
ing. The beginning was by buying Shadwell State stables in
the United Kingdom, then Dernstown in Ireland, then Shad-
well Farm in Kentucky in America. These stables and farms

are among the largest supporters of horse racing in the UAE.

International certificates

In 2006, His Highness was awarded three certificates from the
British Royal College as the first international figure to make
this achievement. He was awarded the Honorary Fellowship
Certificate from the British Royal College of Internal Medicine
in London, the Honorary Fellowship Certificate from the Brit-
ish Royal College of Internal Medicine in Edinburgh, and the
Honorary Fellowship Certificate from the British Royal College
of Internal Medicine and Surgery in Glasgow.

His Highness believes that the successful charitable work is
to teach the poor to “fish”, instead of giving them a fish. As
such, the fruits of his generosity were always doubled, due to
the multiple objectives of his humanitarian work. He not only
satisfied the needs of the poor, but rather provided them with
educational and work opportunities, promoting the culture of
communication, tolerance and civilized dialogue. Other than
his venerable work in Africa, His Highness Sheikh Hamdan
bin Rashid Al Maktoum provided continuous support to new
Muslims and Muslim communities in Europe, America and

Australia, by establishing Islamic cultural centers and building
and serving mosques. As for Asia, His Highness established
villages for Muslim minorities, provided heating, power sta-
tions and medical caring for the victims of natural disasters
and displaced people. He built them schools and mosques, and
provided their brilliant students with postgraduate scholar-
ships. These are apart from the relief programs and paying out
pilgrimage costs for many of them. His Highness also ordered
the establishment of many projects in several Arab countries,
