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1- The Ramadan Mir project

It aims to secure the nutritional needs of needy and
limited-income families, and to provide all their food
requirements throughout the month of Ramadan, so that
they live in a happy and reassuring atmosphere of the
holy month. During Ramadan this year, this project will
provide food support worth 4.7 million dirhams, which will
be distributed to families in the form of purchasing cards.
The value of the card ranges from 1,000 to 3,000 dirhams,
depending on the number of family members, to enhance

its supply stock during the month.

2- Fasting hreakfast project

It aims to provide Iftar meals for individuals who do not
have the opportunity to break the fast within their families,
and to set up Ramadan tents in places where they gather,
such as workers’ camps and passers-by stations. This
project will witness a qualitative development in Ramadan
this year with the stability of the recovery phase within
the country, after the pandemic that affected the activities
of the project, so that iftar tables return in mosques in
coordination with the authorities supervising Ramadan
activity in each emirate, and the association has so far
allocated an amount of 4.5 million dirhams to distribute
450,000 meals, at a rate of 15,000 breakfast meals per day,

and left the door open for donations to increase meals.

3- Zakat al-Fitr project

It is the zakat that God Almighty legislated in the month
of Ramadan, which the spender pays on behalf of himself
and those he is required to take care of, and it is distributed
in the form of packages of fine rice with appropriate
amounts of cash. It is a legal duty that the head of the
family performs on his own behalf and those whom he is
required to take care of, such as the wife and children and
those who usually spend on them. The association provides
it in cash and in kind by distributing packages of rice, at
the value determined by the legal authorities in the country

according to each emirate.

4- The Eidiya Project

It is a cash gift presented by the association to the children
of deserving families with the approach of the Eid, so
that the beneficiaries will be happy with it, and the joy
and happiness will enter the hearts of their children. The
projects of Zakat Al-Fitr and Eid Al-Fitr will be implemented
on the cusp of Eid Al-Fitr to enhance the families’ joy of Al-
Fitr, and the happiness of their children during the Eid, by

providing support worth $2.5 million dirhams

Second: Humanitarian
support projects

These projects are concerned with relieving the distress of chaste
families, and cases that go through an emergency disability,

which affects their lives and their reassurance in Ramadan, and

they consist of projects:

1- Emergency aids

Provides lump aid to address the crises that the family or the situation
suffers from, and is unable to face them. Requests for help abound
in the holy month because the needy are confident in the desire of
benefactors to give alms during Ramadan, because the reward for
charity is double, and for the tendency of many to pay their zakat
during the month for the same reason. The “ Until you spend what
you cherish” campaign allocated the largest share of its budget for this

project, amounting to 29 million dirhams.

2- Supporting inpatients

Patients are a priority in support, especially in Ramadan, when many
need special medical care to overcome the difficulties of fasting for
what they suffer, and others hope for the help of charitable people to
save them. Therefore, the “Zayed Al-Khair” program that serves this
segment will present an episode every two days at five o’clock before
sunset on Radio Al-Oula on frequency 107.4 to mobilize donations to

serve the sick and others in need.

Those in debt take priority in Ramadan, as they are one of the zakat
banks that are frequently spent in the holy month, and as the duty
of solidarity and compassion requires the support of prisoners who
are serving a prison sentence because of financial indebtedness, in
the hope that they will be able to join their families and relatives, and
enjoy with them and their closeness Ramadan and Eid, the association
has allocated 3 million dirhams to support these in cooperation with

the Faraj Fund and penal correctional institutions.

Third: Ongoing projects

Monthly charitable projects will continue during the months

of the campaign as usual, such as the monthly cash and food

support projects for families who receive salary financial

assistance and food support on a monthly basis, in addition

to supporting the families of orphans and families of people

of determination, as part of the association’s permanent

commitment to support the lowest-income and most needy

national families, on which the volume of spending on

them during the three months of the campaign may reach

approximately 15 million dirhams.
