6 m I lll o n u ntl l t h e e n d Of j u ly mt.ent that flna?ces thf: branc'h s activity and prow'des the necessary f|nancna.| res.ources, a?d
this partnership culminated in the launch of the first endowment of the society in the emir-
ate, within the endowment city established by His Highness Sheikh Humaid bin Rashid Al
Nuaimi, Supreme Council Member and Ruler of Ajman, May Allah patronages him, in the
Liwara 2 area, to be the first charitable city of its kind in the Emirates of goodness, where
His Highness kindly granted “Beit Al Khair “ a land area of 2175 square meters . The project
was completed in 2021 with the opening of the endowment, which consists of 10 floors, 160
apartments and 11 shops, at a total cost of AED 64 million.

Ajman Government Support:

The Ajman branch has developed and expanded its activities. Today, it includes a harmoni-
ous administrative team and 4 trained and experienced female researchers who are dedi-
cated to studying and expediting assistance requests. The branch enjoys the support of the
Ajman government and its relevant institutions, and the cooperation of the local community
in the emirate.

AED 252.6 million:
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Ajman branch currently covers all areas of the emirate, except for the “Masfout” area, which
is closer to the Hatta branch, and the branch has accomplished a lot, as the spending of the
Ajman branch since its establishment until the end of July amounted to AED 252,699,882,
benefiting 51,594 families and cases that deserve assistance, of which AED 12,207,472 was
spent from June to July 2024, benefiting 2,790 families and cases, and the following table
shows the quality and distribution of this aid:

Humaid bin Rashid Al Nuaimi, Member of the Supreme
Council, Ruler of Ajman, may Allah bless him, in Liwara
2, to be the first charity city of its kind in the Emirates of
goodness, to whom all thanks and appreciation are due.
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Dubai Endowments

Most of the society’s endowments are located in
Dubai, and some of them are subject to continuous
maintenance, and some of them were old, such as the
Karama endowments, which belong to the late Khalifa
Al-Fahd, and are located in a commercially active area
opposite Burjuman Mall, so permission and approval
of the heirs were taken, to remove them and establish
a large qualitative endowment on the same land with
an important location, and indeed the new Karama
Endowment was built, and it consists of two base-
ment floors, a ground floor and 5 floors, on a huge
area equal to 3728 square meters, or approximately
four Dunmats, which includes 90 luxury apartments
with luxurious finishing, in addition to 11 shops.

Innovative Endowment

The Society introduced to its endowments the inno-
vative endowment service, in response to the call of
His Highness Sheikh Mohamed bin Rashid Al Mak-
toum, Vice President and Prime Minister of UAE and
Ruler of Dubai, May Allah patronages him , who called
for the establishment of innovative endowments that
contribute to providing pioneering development
solutions. The first application of this service was the
University Endowment initiative in cooperation with
the Dubai Courts, by stopping a percentage of the
rents of commercial stores that provide services in
the Dubai Courts buildings, to be spent on support-
ing the education of university students from poor
families. The University Endowment, launched by the
Dubai Courts in coordination with the Mohammed
bin Rashid Global Centre for Endowment Consultan-
cy, works to enhance the innovative approach to en-
dowment activities and projects.

Latest Endowments

The new Fujairah endowment is the latest endow-
ment of “Beit Al Khair”, which is currently being built
in Mohamed Bin Zayed City in the Emirate of Fujairah
on a land area of 375 square meters, and consists of a
ground floor and 7 floors and includes 35 apartments
and 7 shops, and it was launched last October 2023
and is expected to be finished and put into service by
the end of this year, to enhance with its resources the
activity of the Fujairah branch, and allow it to help
more families and more cases.

United Arab Emirates has celebrated Humanitarian Work Day
with the countries of the world where charitable and humani-
tarian institutions expressed their pride in the country’s leading
role in the fields of humanitarian support, and its commitment
to its responsibilities towards brotherly and friendly peoples
under disasters, wars and crises, as it has always occupied ad-
vanced and first positions globally in humanitarian giving.

The commitment of UAE to relief and humanitarian issues
comes as an embodiment of the values of help, tolerance and
compassion brought by our true religion, and the noble hu-
manitarian legacy that the people of UAE are proud of, which
was embodied by the late Sheikh Zayed bin Sultan Al Nahyan,
may Allah have mercy on him, the best embodiment, and on his
path the wise leadership followed after him, so this year, UAE
is one of the first countries to support the afflicted and refu-
gees, foremost of which is supporting the injured in the Gaza
war, where it launched the “Compassion for Gaza “ campaign,
and built The field hospital in Rafah, equipped with the latest
equipment, and received thousands of patients and wounded
children in state hospitals, especially critical cases and cancer
patients, and provided them with all possible support.

Within the country, charitable societies, bodies and institutions
contributed to the process of human growth, foremost of which
is “Beit Al Khair”, which gave special importance to humanitar-
ian support to citizens and residents, and the emergency aid
project this year exceeded the tender of all projects, as it spent
until the end of July AED 48 Million, and helped patients from
residents worth AED 4,356,299, and the society also provided
food assistance to insolvent families worth AED 6,313,580 and
distributed to resident workers 1,147,187 meals worth AED
11,525,177.

Charitable Endowment

Since its inception, “Beit Al Khair” has paid exceptional attention to its role in providing ad-
ditional charitable funding and enhancing the basic sources of charitable funding from zakat,

In compliance with this future vision, the strategic plan announced by the society for the years 2022 and continuing
until 2026 included an important strategic objective which stipulates “strengthening the society’s endowments and
increasing opportunities for innovative and sustainable endowments”, in response to the recommendation of the
Board of Directors of “Beit Al Khair” to upgrade the endowments quantitatively and qualitatively to maximize the
society’s revenues and charitable resources, so that it covers in the coming years 50% of the society’s resources, so
that it can continue to fulfill its obligations towards the beneficiaries and beneficiaries in UAE society.

The endowment march has developed steadily, and achieved promising beginnings in order to achieve the desired
strategic Objective, and this was done thanks to the support of benefactors and supporters, who sided with the sup-
port of endowments because it is an ongoing charity, the reward of which lasts as long as the endowment exists and
can be used, and its reward may last until the Day of Resurrection, as in lands that remain usable as long as Allah wills,
based on the saying of the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him): “If the son of Adam dies, his work is in-
terrupted except for three things: ongoing charity, knowledge that benefits him, or a righteous child who calls for him.”
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
