AED 23.4 million for meals

The Society’s support of H.H Sheikha Hind'’s initiative has amazingly exceeded the amount earlier promised,
hitting AED 36,9 million contributed as meals and food baskets. “Beit Al Khair” distributed 176,904
meals, worth AED 1,380,244, in the beginning of the crisis, along with 2,632,620 Iftar meals, worth AED
20,631,855 during the holy month of Ramadan, and 185,904 meals, worth AED 1,441,276, after the end
of Ramadan and up to June 24, bringing the total expenses on meals alone to AED 23,453,375.

AED 13.5 million for food haskets

“Beit Al Khair” contributed 2,141 food baskets, valued at AED 939,142, to the families receiving monthly
allowances and affected by the pandemic. Ramadan Meer or foodstuff vouchers, worth AED 12,633,800,
have been contributed to 11,355 families, bringing the total expenses on food baskets and parcels
distributed during the Covid-19 crisis to AED 13,572,942.

Supporting resident workers

“Beit Al Khair” has given a special attention to resident workers during the crisis because of the lockdown
and quarantine enforced to curb the infection and transmission of Covid-19. Meals and additional services,
including water coolers, health kits, water bottles, toothpaste, and other important basic stuff have been
distributed to them all.

AED 10 million for social solidarity

“Beit Al Khair”, in response to the Government lockdown orders and the call of the Islamic Affairs
and Charitable Activities Department in Dubai, affirmed its support to social solidarity. It supported
the government anti-Covid-19 efforts in various sectors, and donated AED 10 million to enhance the
potentials of the health and education sectors.

AED 2 million for patients

“Beit Al Khair” has given a special care to sick people, satisfying the needs of 184 patients with AED 2,4
million. These included 20 critical cases, supported with over AED 1,000,000 via the “Zayed Al Khair”
program on Al Oula, 107.4 FM radio program.

AED 1.7 million for education

“Beit Al Khair”, in support of distance learning following the suspension of study in all schools and
universities nationwide, contributed tablets, worth AED 1.7 million, to 199 students of indigent families.

AED 25.8 million for “Aman” program

The Society has not stopped its other community projects during the four-month health crisis, though. Up
to AED 25.8 million were contributed, as monthly cash and food allowances, to 4,101 low-income families,
and those of registered orphans and people of determination.

AED 23.3 million as urgent aids

“Beit Al Khair” has received thousands of requests for urgent aids via its website during the crisis. It has
attended to 9,337 cases, particularly those affected by the economic slowdown associated with Covid-19
pandemic, and supported them with AED 23.3 million.

Booming human growth

“Beit Al Khair”, having spent over AED 100 million to confront the repercussions of the current health
crisis, has made a key achievement that reflects its growing and developing charity work over years. The
Society, since its inception in 1989, has spent up to AED 2 billion and 350 million. This has significantly
boosted its position as the winner of the award for Best Charity Performance in the Arab World, and
confirms its worthiness as the only charity association in the UAE to earn the “ISO” certificate for social
responsibility.
